
♦ HIGH VISIBILITY
An annual juried exhibition of public art held
throughout the community of New Hope,
Pennsylvania.  Recognized since the late 1800’s
as an arts colony, New Hope has been home to
the New Hope School-Pennsylvania
Impressionists, The New Hope Modernists and
today boasts one of the highest per capita artist
ratios in the country.  Located between New
York and Philadelphia on the Delaware River,
only 20 minutes from Princeton, New Jersey, on
any given summer weekend 4000 visitors flock to
this tiny town to enjoy its great restaurants, award
winning galleries and antique shops.  An interna-
tional tourist destination it has been repeatedly
named one of the top art destinations in the
country by numerous national publications and
travel guides.

♦ GREAT SITES
New Hope is a small rivertown measuring only
one mile square.  This cosmopolitan village with
its unique mixture of contemporary and historic
structures offers an exciting backdrop for such
an exhibition.

♦ STIPEND FOR ARTISTS
Accepted artists will be provided with a $1000
stipend for participation in this annual event.

♦ MARKETING PROGRAM
The project coordinator for NHAInc. has twenty-
five years of experience in marketing and
promoting art with a special interest in outdoor
sculpture.  The exhibition will be featured and
listed in regional and national publications, on
radio, television and on the internet.  Information
is provided to the public through
Newhopeartsinc.org, onsite signage and
thousands of walking guides that  include
biographical information about the artists and
encourage inquires about purchase and
commissions.  New Hope Arts, Inc. retains a 30%
commission on all sales.
